Room and Bed Occupancy

Northern Ireland (NI) guest houses, guest
accommodation and B&Bs (GH/GA/BB) have had a
positive January-October 2023 period, with room and bed
occupancy experiencing anincrease of 4 and 6 percentage
points respectively compared to 2019.

Looking at individual monthly performance, room
occupancy in the month of October 2023 increased by 7
percentage points compared to the same month in 2019,
following anincrease of 6 percentage points in September
2023 v September 2019.

GH/GA/BB room occupancy decreased by 8 percentage
points in comparison to last month (September 2023),
while bed occupancy fell by 5 percentage points.

Room and Bed Sales

More than 466,000 rooms and around 897,000 bed
spaces were sold in guest houses, guest accommodation
and B&Bs in January-October 2023.

This represents growth of 15% and 21% respectively
compared to January-October 2019.

Looking atindividual monthly performance, room salesin
October 2023 increased by 17% compared to October
2019. This follows anincrease of 18% in September 2023
compared with the same monthin 2019.

GH/GA/BB room sales for January-October 2023 are 8%
higher than room salesin the same period last year
(January-October 2022).
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Room and bed-space occupancy varied across Local Government Districts (LGDs) during January-October 2023. Belfast

City LGD recorded the highest room occupancy (57%), while Lisburn and Castlereagh recorded the largest increase in
